Zoology 1: Flying Creatures


Level I (5th-7th Grades)

Level I Science will require approximately four days of preparation at home, plus extra time to prepare for the final presentation.  Student preparedness will be assumed for all activities and discussion in class.  To encourage this, students will turn in their assignments at the start of Co-Op.  Any student not prepared will be not be allowed to add to the discussion or participate in the experiment because it may hinder the other students. 

Weekly Home Preparation:
- Reading, chapter per week (weeks 1 and 8 require two chapters of reading)
- Completion of the “What Do You Remember?” questions to be turned in at the start of Co-Op
- Complete Scientific Speculation Sheet for experiment  
- Responsible to know  key words (vocabulary) from each chapter
- View/Read information on Apologia website as assigned (new)
- Home Activity (optional - many of the experiments we cannot do in class) (new)
- Observation Journaling (assignment subject given in class) - randomly called-on to share in class
- One Narration (two-minute subject presentations) in class
- Collect insects at home during the semester to be presented at final class (or a Family Night)
- 3-5-minute presentation on a flying animal presented during final class (or a Family Night)

Level II Science will require approximately two days of preparation at home, plus extra time to prepare for the final presentation.  Reading the text is required, all other weekly assignments are optional.
